(TEC) needs bilingual foster parents to

hel care for minors from Central America
Mexico. Minors range in age from

Newborn 12 years of age.

To be eligible to foster minors with the

Transitional Foster Care Program, you must

meet these minimum criteria:

* Applicants must be 23-65 years of age

* Must be bilingual in English & Spanish (spoken
word, reading, writing)

* Must be married at least 3 years

e Must have a high school diploma or GED

e Must have no criminal record or history of child
abuse or neglect

e Cannot be dependent on reimbursement to
support yourself or your family (must be able to
prove financially sound).

« Be willing to abide by a policy of no physical
discipline

e Have a valid driver’s license, auto insurance,
and dependable/safe transportation

* Be alegal resident of the United States

* Be able to complete all required pre-service
training, annual trainings and meet physical
requirements to care for children

* Living environment/home must meet all State
requirements for Foster Care Homes
